Due to technical problems with the data, the counts of people in this profile will vary slightly from the figures obtained in the final GP PH dataset used for outputs released after June 2013. Differences are minimal, at between 1 and 5 people per practice.
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Deprivation
Camden is the 15th most deprived borough in London and the 74th most deprived borough in England.

Residents were allocated to a deprivation quintile based on which LSOA (areas of about 1,500 people) they

live in. In Camden, residents with very different lifestyles and incomes live side-by-side. This should be

borne in mind when interpreting these data as this level of local detail is lost when aggregating

residents into larger geographical units.
